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Practices and conditions during the Hosepipe trial
1. The trial to take place between 1st April and 30th September 2015. During the trial period this document replaces clause 6 of the tenancy agreement.
2. Hoses may only be used to fill water butts and to water plots via hand held sprinklers. Connection to unattended sprinklers or any other fixed irrigation system is not allowed.
3. Hoses to have a fitted “fail-safe” means of flow shut-off (i.e. self-closing trigger mechanism).
4. Hoses must be placed so as not to cause a health and safety hazard (clause 4 of the tenancy agreement applies).
5. Hoses must be attended at all times by the user and disconnected from the standpipe and stored after use.
6. The trial will be suspended at any time Thames Water issue a temporary hosepipe ban.

7. The Council reserve the right to suspend the trial at any time due to unacceptable cost, or persistent breaches of the said practices and conditions.

An allotments holders meeting will be held on Wednesday 23rd September 7.30pm at the Memorial Hall to review the trial and agree next steps.
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
